Supplements: Are they worth it?

Should your cattle be able to get all
the nutrition they need from pasture
alone, or are supplements worth the
added cost? The answer varies from
region to region and depends on the
quality of cattle produced and the

type and condition of the pasture.

"The first thing producers need to
determine is their needs, and
those needs are dictated by the
timing of use and grass quality,"
notes Gerry Kuhl, professor of ani-
mal sciences and industry at Kansas
State University (KSU). "The first
half of the season, most [Kansas]
cattle are grazing on native grass,
which generally provides ample
energy. Later on in the season,
protein supplements may be a vi-
able option as protein quality of
grass deteriorates."

Research shows a boost in later sea-
son performance when cattle re-
ceive protein supplements along
with native grass, Kuhl notes. In the
Midwest, warm season grass is typi-
cally 12% to 14% crude protein
carly in the season, dropping to 5%
or 6% from August to October. Cat-
tle require at least 11% crude pro-
tein for optimum performance. Sup-
plementing with 0.5 Ib. crude pro-
tein/head during these periods of
